From the Pastor… 
 
Some things, when left only to the imagination, 
Are virtually impossible to conceive, much less comprehend. 
 
In recent weeks/months 
We’ve had more than enough horrifying, vicarious experience 
Of tragedy, human pain, natural disaster. 
Now that’s not something anyone wants or needs more of, 
To be sure. 
And neither is it something 
Anyone ever successfully avoids. 
What we really understand of it,  
We do mostly by personal experience. 
 
But corporate pain gets our attention too. 
And it has lessons to teach, albeit hard and often unwelcome 
lessons. 
It is usually broad, sometimes global, in scope, 
An air crash here, a terrorist attack somewhere else. 
Sometimes it’s triggered by events of nature, 
Earthquake, fire, flood, storm. 
One of our recent horrors is of this variety, 
The devastation of Haiti. 
And currently, of course, there is the oil disaster in the Gulf, 
Just one of the all too frequent impacts born of human error, 
Selfishness and greed. 
And, to be sure, there are the ongoing horrors of war. 
 
These are images which accompany us to bed these nights, 
The first words of news read and heard each day as we rise. 
 
We’d like to think that there is some purpose, 
That at the very least we can learn 
From such massive distress, 
From what C.S. Lewis might categorize as Grief Observed. 
We search, both within ourselves and beyond 
For a shred of meaning and the slightest glimmer of hope. 
The frustration is heightened 
When, sometimes, because we’ve looked so hard,  
The rays of light we think we’ve found 
Seem oh so glib, Pollyannaish perhaps, 
And not enough to sustain for very long. 
So we continue to search, even when that’s all there is to do. 
 
But there, amidst the resentments, tears and fears 
Are the occasional realizations, the all too brief discoveries 
Which we must grasp as we can. 
For example, 
There is strength to be found in shared pain, 
Precisely because it is shared. 
Even horrible moments are reminders of our common humanity. 
There is no denying that sometimes, inevitably 
His pain is my pain, their pain is our pain, 
Just as his/her/their joy is mine and ours. 
This oneness, even though largely vicarious, 
Offers a strength comparable to an unbreakable bundle of sticks 
Made up of brittle twigs, each of which alone will snap in two at 
a mere glance.

Likewise, these events bear witness to the durability 
Of the human spirit. 
Endowed with the power and the promises of God, 
People face such tragedy with tenacity beyond all  
expectation. 
I will not burden you beyond your ability to withstand 
Is transformed from a quote 
To a way of life, 
And it inspires new vision and hope in the most dis-
tressed of us. 
 
Our view of such moments 
Must be consistent with all else that we see. 
When, in the very best of times, we can confess that life 
is God’s, 
So, too, must we trust that same bold declaration in the 
face of bad. 
Because, you see, that is at the heart of our theology of 
Creation, 
And Incarnation, Redemption, and Resurrection. 
Jesus’ Cross is the authentic affirmation 
That God intersects with human life, 
Especially where there is suffering and pain. 
And, as it is in every case, 
Where the holy touches the commonplace, 
There wonder happens. 
And even though we can’t and don’t always understand 
it, 
We can still always anticipate, expect, and count on it. 
 
Lurking there, even in the shadows 
Are moments, experiences and opportunities of faith. 
The experiences and opportunities are for both: 
Us to comfort and be comforted; 
To be encouraged and to encourage; 
To trust and to see trust at work. 
 
The pain is heavy; it grieves the soul. 
We’ve seen it before, and reality says that there will be 
more. 
But the Lord of New Life says, I’ve been there, and I’ll 
BE there, 
Trust me!  And it’s true.  Sometimes that is all we can 
or need to do.

�Lake Gaston Village Update 
 
Earlier this year the Lake Gaston Village (LGV) Board and Advisory Group participated in a planning session which 
highlighted the following information: 
· While we have been making steady progress toward the Vision of establishing a Continuing Care Retirement 
Community (CCRC) here at Lake Gaston, the economy has had a major impact over the last 17 months. 
· In communication with potential partners and investment bankers, we learned that existing larger CCRC sys-
tems are not looking to partner with new start-ups in this economic climate.  And getting financing for new construc-
tion would be very difficult at this time. 
The CCRC industry is “hunkering down” and trying to maintain viability without adding any new units. (Facilities 
planning to start construction within the past 20 months have put things on hold.) 
 
Following the planning session the board recognized that the Vision is still the same, but we need to consider other 
opportunities to support seniors staying in the area in their own homes until we can proceed to make the Vision a 
reality. 
 
Recently the Board of Directors approved a plan to reorganize the Advisory Group and committee structure. The 
Advisory Group will be asked to join one or more of several new committees and participate in hands on work 
throughout the year. These committees will report regularly to the board and will help make the Vision a reality. 
 
If you are interested in joining and continuing the process, there will be a review of the committees and sign-up 
process on June 10, 2010 at 1:30 pm in the sanctuary at Lakeside Lutheran.
